ADMISSION INFORMATION

All students are classifed in the Associate of General Educaton-Nursing (AGEN) major untl they are select-
ed for and begin taking nursing clinical classes (NUR).

The Associate Degree Nursing — Advanced Placement opton is designed for Licensed Practcal Nurses who
are returning to school seeking an Associate Degree in Nursing. Students will join a cohort of Associate
Degree Nursing students, not a separate track. This program is full tme and requires on campus atendance.

Advanced Placement begins with NUR 112 in the spring semester. Students will complete four sequental
semesters of ADN classes.

Seatng is limited. Admission decisions are based upon an applicaton process held in March and September
each year. It is to the student’s advantage to complete all as many general educaton courses as early as possi-
ble, preferably by the fall prior to beginning NUR 112 in the spring. Ofcial notces from the Nursing Depart-
ment will be sent to SCC student email addresses only.

DEADLINES TO APPLY FOR NUR 112 (spring semester)

Upon completon of Stage | requirements, students must take the HESI Nursing Fundamentals exam. Students
who achieve the required score must submit a Stage Il worksheet to be considered for a seat in NUR 112 in the
Associate Degree Nursing program . If selected, students are responsible for completng Stage Ill requirements
in a tmely manner.

Early Consideraton will not be held for the Spring 2026 class.

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Stage I: Prerequisites

Applicaton: Complete an SCC admissions applicaton online. Set up your SCC student email account. Stu-
dents who have never taken classes at SCC, or have not taken classes for two or more years will be required
to meet with an admissions navigator before an advisor will be assigned to you/registering for classes.

Transcripts: Submit oFcial (sealed) high school/high school equivalency and all college transcripts to the
college.

Leter of Intent: Complete the online Letter of Intent and submit to the Director of Health Programs Stu-
dent Support as early as possible.

Prerequisite Classes:
- Complete a Chemistry course with a grade of “C” or beter as verifed by high school or college tran-
script.



Stage II: Competitive Selection

Admission decisions are based upon an applicaton process held in March or September. The most qualifed
applicants are selected based on a points system. Points are awarded for grades in completed courses, CPR
certfcaton, employment verifcaton, etc. The Stage Il Worksheet may be obtained from the SCC web site or
in the Nursing Department.

For Spring 2026 entry, Stage Il Worksheets are due no later than 4pm on the last Thursday in September, and
must be delivered to Foundaton Hall 1002. Applicants will be notfed of an acceptance decision via SCC stu-
dent email by mid-October.

All students must have a minimum GPA of 2.0.

Stage Il worksheets must be completed in full, including atachment of required documents. Incomplete appli-
catons will not be reviewed. Stage Il Worksheets must be accompanied by the following documents:

- Transfer Course Equivalency Report with grades.

- Documentaton from the NC Board of Nursing website indicatnga current unrestricted license to practce
as an LPN in North Carolina.
